
A. COPYRIGHT

1. The Contributor retains the copyright to the Contribution. The Contributor 
grants to the Owner of the Journal an exclusive license to publish in the Journal 
the Contribution during the full term of copyright and any extensions or 
renewals, including but not limited to the right to publish, republish, transmit, 
sell, distribute and otherwise use the Contribution in whole or in part in elec-
tronic and print editions of the Journal and in derivative works throughout the 
world, in all languages and in all media of expression now known or later 
developed, and to license or permit others to do so.

B. RETAINED RIGHTS

The Contributor retains all other proprietary rights, such as patent rights, in any 
process, procedure or article of manufacture described in the Contribution. 
The Contributor and its co-Contributors retain the right to use the data/data 
sets accompanying any version of the Contribution as they deem appropriate, 
including but not limited to performing and engaging in text mining /data min-
ing activities, and allowing others to do the same.

C.USES BY CONTRIBUTOR

1. Original Contributor’s Version. The Contributor retains the following rights 
in the version of the Contribution as originally submitted for publication:

a. The right to self-archive or archive in the Contributor’s institutional reposi-
tory at any time.

2. Accepted Version. Re-use of the accepted and peer-reviewed (but not 
final) version of the Contribution is not permitted under this Agreement. There 
are separate arrangements with certain funding agencies and institutions gov-
erning reuse of this version. The details of those relationships, and other offer-
ings allowing open web use, are set forth at the following website: http://
www.wiley.com/go/ funderstatement.

3. Final Published Version. The Contributor retains and grants to its co-Con-
tributors the following rights with respect to the final published version of the 
Contribution:

a. Copies for colleagues. The personal right of each individual co-contribu-
tor to send or transmit individual copies of the final published version in any 
format to colleagues upon their specific request provided no fee is charged, 
and further-provided that there is no systematic distribution of the Contri-
bution, e.g. posting on a listserve, website or automated delivery.

b. Contributors may re-use figures, tables, data sets, artwork, and selected 
text up to 250 words from their Contributions, provided the following con-
ditions are met:

    Otherwise, no changes may be made.
(iii) The re-use may not be made for direct commercial purposes, or for 

financial consideration to the Contributor.
(iv) Nothing herein shall permit dual publication in violation of journal 

ethical practices.

5. Other Uses by the Contributor. In addition to the rights specified as 
retained in paragraphs B and C above, the Contributor retains the right to 
make copies of and distribute the final published Contribution internally in 
print format or electronically on the Contributor’s internal network.
